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Background

The City of Vista Townsite Complete Streets
Phase 1l work builds upon the Phase |
improvements initially planned in 2018 that
focused on Townsite Drive/W. Los Angeles
Drive between East Drive and E. Vista Way
and N. Santa Fe Avenue between Bobier Drive
and California Avenue. Phase | involved
substantial existing conditions reporting and
community engagement in order to develop
a conceptual complete street design for the
selected corridors. Phase | improvement
construction was completed in 2024.

Phase Il focuses on the neighborhoods
located in the southeast quadrant of the
City's Council District 1. As one of the older
communities within the City, sidewalks are
missing along a substantial number of street
segments and multiple collector streets
experience high vehicle speeds and limited
controlled  crossing  opportunities  for
pedestrians and bicyclists. In many cases,
pedestrians must share the roadway with
vehicles where travel lanes are 12 feet wide or
less. For example, Vista High School is
accessible from within the study area via E.
Indian Rock Road, but numerous segments of
this roadway do not include a sidewalk on
either side of the street. In addition, the
interior neighborhoods have no separate
bicycle facilities and limited public rights-of-
way preclude the addition of dedicated
bikeways. Other existing deficiencies include
a lack of ADA-compliant curb ramps
throughout the study area, where many
ramps are present, but they do not include
the appropriate tactile treatments or in some
cases lead pedestrians to corners with no
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formal pedestrian facilities. Most of the land
uses within the study area are residential, and
residents have limited opportunities to walk
and bike to the myriad attractions located
along the arterial streets bordering the study
area.

Project Purpose

The primary goal of this project is to enhance
active mode travel between and through
neighborhoods and to encourage increased
use of walking and biking to complementary
land uses including shopping, medical
services, schools, and regional recreation
opportunities. The proposed improvements
were developed based on community input
and build on/directly connect to the recently
constructed sidewalks, bicycle lanes and
traffic calming devices along Townsite Drive
that bisect the project study area. The Phase
Il improvements will provide a safer active
mode environment, enhance neighborhood
livability, and close a substantial number of
sidewalk gaps.

The project’s desired outcome involves three
key objectives:

Objective 1

Create or enhance connections to Townsite
Drive where construction of the Phase | active
transportation, safety, and traffic calming
improvements are complete as of 2024.

Objective 2

Expand the existing pedestrian and bicycle
network by closing as many gaps as possible
and ensuring complete sidewalk connections
on at least one side of all key collector streets
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within the neighborhood, as well as on streets
intersecting the surrounding arterial streets.

Objective 3

Implement traffic calming to manage vehicle
speeds, improve pedestrian crossings, and
elevate the presence of pedestrians and
bicyclists to drivers.

Improvements included in the Townsite
Complete Streets Phase Il plan are intended
to expand the active transportation network
to accommodate users of all ages and
abilities by providing access to internal
community amenities such as Luz Duran and
Raintree Parks, or for students to travel more
safely to Vista High School at the north end
of the project area, or to Vista Magnet Middle

School south of the project area. For seniors
who are unable to drive or for others without
access to a vehicle, the proposed
improvements will greatly enhance their
ability to go through and into and out of the
neighborhood by walking to nearby
amenities and transit services as needed.

Study Area

The Townsite Complete Streets Phase I
neighborhood area in the City of Vista is
bounded by E. Bobier Dr. to the north, Vista
Village Dr. and E. Vista Wy. to the south/east,
and N. Santa Fe Ave. to the west. The
following map displays the study area as well
as the various destinations within and
surrounding the neighborhood.
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Demographics
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The study area contains two Census Tracts: 195.02 to the south and 192.06 to the north. The
southern tract is a disadvantaged community, according to the US DOT's Equitable Transportation
Community Explorer. Both tracts have a large Hispanic population and median household incomes

less than the County median.

Planning Context

The Vista City Council formally identifies
goals for the City to achieve every two years,
and improving roads and sidewalks has been
one of the priority goals for the past several
years. The City is currently in the process of
updating the General Plan. A key discussion
topic involves shaping the City's vision for the
function and appearance of existing and
future streets. With the overwhelming
evidence of climate change and the changing
philosophy of how streets operate, the City
will be designating as many streets as
possible for complete street and active
transportation projects in the new General
Plan. The Townsite Complete Streets Phase Il
project fits perfectly into this vision.

This  study additionally takes into
consideration the City's previous planning
efforts, such as the following:

General Plan Circulation Element
(2011)

The Circulation Element of Vista's General
Plan 2030 sets policies to enhance
transportation safety, access, and
convenience for all users. It classifies key
roadways and emphasizes developing a
pedestrian- and bicycle-friendly circulation
system. Key goals include implementing
bicycle and pedestrian plans, constructing
sidewalks, upgrading traffic signals for
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pedestrian and cyclist accessibility, and
prohibiting motorized vehicles on bike trails.
The plan also promotes regional connectivity,
filling gaps in sidewalks and paths, and
improving pedestrian safety with crossings
and refuge islands where feasible.

Bicycle Master Plan (2015)

The City of Vista's 2015 Bicycle Master Plan
outlines a 20-year strategy for developing
bicycle infrastructure, policies, and programs.
It designates a Class Il bike route for the
Townsite Dr/W. Los Angeles Drive Corridor
and notes existing bike lanes on N. Santa Fe
Avenue. The plan's goals focus on creating a
complete bicycle network connecting key
destinations, ensuring safe and accessible
facilities with necessary amenities, and
promoting increased bicycle use for both
transportation and recreation.

Vista Safe Routes to School Master
Plan (2016)

The Safe Routes to School (SRTS) program
aims to improve student health through
increased walking and cycling while reducing
greenhouse gas emissions by decreasing
vehicle travel. It focuses on five key areas:
education, encouragement, enforcement,
engineering, and evaluation. Vista's SRTS
Master Plan assessed conditions at ten
schools and developed improvement
projects through community engagement.
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Overview

Similar to other areas in the City of Vista, land
uses within the neighborhoods north and
south of Townsite Drive developed over time
and were generally not part of a planned
development process. The streets within the
study area are a combination of public
roadways, private streets, and easement
streets, with the latter more prevalent in the
Buena Vista Hills area west of Anza Avenue
and north of Townsite Drive. However, as was
common for the day during the mid-20th
century timeframe, complete/livable street
concepts and active transportation were not
a factor in roadway design. While some
streets are more traditional in nature in terms
of subdivisions and typical cross-sections
such as Apollo Drive and Cortez Avenue,
other neighborhoods and streets evolved
with more of a rural development motif and
did not include constructing sidewalks on
either side. In other cases, some properties
have redeveloped and included new
sidewalks while adjacent properties have not.
This has led to some segments having some
extended or multiple gaps in sidewalk
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infrastructure, which then discourages
residents from making walk trips to nearby
destinations. In general, many portions of the
project area are auto focused, and the use of
walking and cycling is limited because of the
lack of or gaps in the active transportation
network.

Field Observations of
Existing Conditions

The field observations help tailor the
appropriate recommendations to this specific
study area. The photographs below reflect
the existing conditions within the Townsite
neighborhood and demonstrate some
common issues that were also voiced by
community members at the two community
engagement meetings. The following
concerns were observed:

e Sidewalk connectivity (as well as ADA
accessibility)

e Motor vehicle speeds

e Lack of pedestrian crossings

e Wide lanes and intersections

e Lack of traffic control devices

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Pedestrian Facilities

As one of the older communities within the
City, sidewalks are missing along a substantial
number of street segments and many of the
collector streets experience high vehicle
speeds and limited controlled crossing
opportunities for pedestrians. In many cases,
pedestrians must share the roadway with
vehicles where travel lanes are 12 feet wide or
less.

People who walk must currently navigate
multiple streets with caution because of
missing sidewalk linkages, lack of highlighted
crossings, and overall vehicle dominance.
This project will prioritize these active
transportation users and create expand a
pedestrian and bicycle network that is
inclusive of all modes and directly serves the
residents of the community. Providing these
improvements will drastically reduce the level
of traffic stress faced by users and will
encourage new active mode travelers who do
not currently walk or bike because of safety
and comfort concerns.

The highest number of pedestrians from data
collected in early December 2023 were
counted at the E Indian Rock Rd/Cananea
Street and N Citrus Avenue/E Indian Rock
Road intersections and ranged from 52 to 73
pedestrians for the morning and afternoon
peak periods. At both locations, sidewalks on
one of the intersection approaches are non-
existent or include extended gaps. This
includes the northernmost 700-foot extent of
E Indian Rock Road connecting to the path to
Vista High School where the entire street
segment has no sidewalk or path. Thus, all
pedestrians (including students) must walk in
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the street and contend with motor vehicles
with some traveling at high rates of speed
passing very close to them.

The goal of this project is to provide safer and
more accessible and convenient mobility
options to get to work, school, and other
important destinations.

Bicycle Facilities

The conditions are similar for bicycle travel,
which is a critical component of low-cost and
emissions-free active transportation. Without
enhanced bicycle facilities and with relatively
higher volumes and speeds of motor traffic
(compared to local residential streets), bicycle
ridership on the neighborhood collector
streets is currently limited. The relatively
narrow streets do not allow for the provision
of designated bike facilities or shared use
paths where bicycles could be completely
isolated from vehicle conflicts between
intersections.

Motor Vehicles

Average Daily Traffic (ADT) counts were
conducted for the main roadways in the study
area in October 2023. The two highest ADT
roadways were Townsite Drive (6,391) and
Anza Avenue (7,303), which are two-lane local
collector streets.

Speed surveys conducted in early December
2023 showed 85th percentile vehicle speeds
on the key collector streets of E Indian Rock
Road, N Citrus Avenue, Cananea Street, and E
East Drive exceeded the posted speed limit
by four (4) to six (6) miles per hour (mph). The
southern segment of N Citrus avenue is only



22 feet wide, while wider sections exist to the
north varying from 32 feet to 40 feet. Because
on-street parking occurs frequently on the
wider sections, bicyclists still experience
higher levels of traffic stress with no
additional space for travel. On Anza Drive, the
posted speed limit of 25 mph was exceeded
by five (5) to nine (9) mph over the limit,
where the available pavement width is only
22 feet and the only pedestrian path is an
asphalt shoulder separate from traffic by an
AC berm. The current level of traffic stress is
high for bicyclists on most corridors and for
pedestrians wherever sidewalk segments are
missing and gaps exist. Where sidewalks or
formal paths do not exist, vehicles are parked
more randomly and encroach into the
shoulder area and hinder pedestrian and
bicycle movement. Safety is also a concern at
intersections where curb radii are large and
turning vehicle speeds need to be slowed.

Transit

Transit is an important mode of
transportation that supports underserved
and disadvantaged communities. The arterial
routes bordering the Townsite neighborhood
provide more regional service connecting to
multiple other North County cities and
destinations, while the Townsite Drive routes
include local circulator service plus peak
period service to several local destinations
including the Vista Community Clinic and

Rancho Minerva Middle School.

Additionally, the Vista Transit Center offers
rail and bus service and is translocated across
N. Santa Fe Avenue. By enhancing the
pedestrian and bicycle infrastructure within
the neighborhood, residents may access
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these vital transit hubs with greater ease and
safety.

Land Use

Most of the land uses within the study area
are residential (single-family, multi-family,
and a mobile home park). Yet there are
myriad commercial, employment, health, and
destinations

recreational bordering the

neighborhood. Presently, residents have
limited opportunities to walk and bike to such

amenities.

Collision Analysis

Most of the collisions within the project area
involved road users on E Indian Rock Road
and N Citrus Avenue. Although motor vehicle
collisions are not the focus of active
transportation improvements, they are
reasonable indicators to assess the potential
for future pedestrian and bicycle collisions.
For example, vehicle collisions with parked
cars caused by unsafe speeds could be an
indication for the potential of vehicles striking
pedestrians or bicyclists along streets where
active transportation facilities do not exist

and/or speeds are excessive.

During the four-year period from 2018 to
2022, there were a total of 28 collisions. From
this collision data, several key conclusions
were drawn: 14% resulted from unsafe
speeds, 18% involved a pedestrian, and 60%
of pedestrian collisions occurred on streets

Through the
residents also noted that near misses were

the project area. Public perception is a critical
issue when it comes to mode choice and
deciding whether to walk or bike to a
destination versus driving in a private
Although the
improvements are geared towards active

automobile. project
transportation, the evaluation of motor
vehicle collisions provides valuable insight
into the deficiencies of the road and how the
deficiencies deter active transportation use.
Ultimately, addressing safety for pedestrians
and bicyclists will result in enhanced safety
for all road users.

The lack of adequate facilities in some
neighborhoods and high vehicle speeds
create barriers to active transportation use
and: 1) limits the ability of residents to make
shorter trips without getting into a vehicle,
and 2) forces people without access to a
vehicle to travel streets practically unusable
by pedestrians and bicyclists. The project
improvements are designed to moderate
traffic speeds, make pedestrian crossing
locations and the presence of bicyclists more
visible to drivers, and adjust travel lane widths
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and intersection turning movements where
appropriate.

A variety of countermeasures have been
identified to reduce the potential for conflicts
between vehicles and pedestrians/bicyclists,
as well as reducing the crash severity should
a conflict occur. Improvements include
reducing the crossing width through curb
extensions, striped medians and flex posts,
and a mini-roundabout, as well as other
treatments including multiple speed tables
along several corridors, high Vvisibility
crosswalks, and all-way stop installations. A
primary focus is eliminating as many of the
sidewalk gaps as possible on collector streets
such as E Indian Rock Road, N Citrus Avenue,
and Anza Avenue where the greatest number
of residents will be walking within
neighborhoods  and connecting  to
community amenities along the project area
boundaries. The collection of proposed
treatments will benefit all users, but especially
those who experience mobility challenges, by
making them more visible to drivers,
decreasing the time they are exposed to
vehicle traffic, and most importantly slowing
vehicles down and increasing reaction times

for drivers.

Collision Analysis CITY OF VISTA

Between 2018 and 2022, 28 collisions® occurred within the study area shown below. Of these, 21% involved a bicyclist or pedestrian,
one (1) of which resulted in a severe injury for the pedestrian involved. These collisions were caused by a mix of Primary Collision
Factors (PCFs), which indicates that many different elements within the study area influence roadway safety. The two (2) most
common PCFs for the study area are Driving/Bicycling Under the Influence and Unsafe Speed.

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Overview

Community engagement consisted of two
interactive workshops to listen to and engage
with area residents, school students, and local
business representatives and develop ideas
for improvements within the Townsite
neighborhood areas. The discussions were
focused on pedestrian and bicyclist needs,
safety and traffic concerns, and other
mobility-related issues and to develop ideas

for improving neighborhood streets.

Vista's
Spanish-speaking population, all outreach

Because of multi-generational,
materials were in English and Spanish.
Materials that were developed included flyers
and announcements that were published via
social media posts on Facebook, as well as
local newspaper outlets, unpaid social media
(e.g., Nextdoor and Twitter), the City website
and email blasts. Spanish-speaking team
members were present at both workshops.
Announcement flyers were distributed to
encourage participation in the workshops.

The workshops were facilitated by a team of
planners and engineers.

Workshop attendance was very successful
with over two dozen attendees of all ages at
the workshops. Representatives from local
elementary and high schools participated.
City Councilperson Corinna Contreras also
participated by assisting in the table exercises
at the second workshop and providing
additional support for the project. Outreach
materials for the workshops included flyers,
comment cards, exhibit boards and table
maps. The workshops were documented with
sign-in sheets, comment cards, and written
comments on the maps and summary sheets
from each activity. The final improvement
layouts reflect the strong partnership the City
formed with the residents through the
community outreach process and the
enhancements are supported by residents in
both the disadvantaged and non-
disadvantaged census tracts within the

overall study area.
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Public Workshop No. 1

The first workshop was held on August 3, 2023 and solicited
input from area residents on their concerns and input on active
transportation modes and safety for the entire City Council
District 1 area. By far, the southeast quadrant of District 1 (i.e.,
the Townsite Complete Streets Phase Il study area) received the
most attention in terms of safety concerns and transportation
issues including on several of the primary collector streets. The
workshop garnered participation from a diverse group of 16
residents, mostly comprised of District 1 residents. This event
was conducted in both English and Spanish, with the assistance
of one (1) interpreter and two (2) Spanish speaking consultant
staff members.

Public Workshop No. 2

The second workshop, held on March 27, 2024 presented
improvement alternatives based on feedback from the first
workshop for review and input. The workshop was attended by
a diverse group of 10 residents, nearly all of whom resided
within the study area. This event was conducted in both English
and Spanish, with the assistance of one (1) interpreter and two
(2) Spanish-speaking consultant staff members. The meeting
was held at the Linda Rhoades Recreation Center adjacent to
the project study area.

A visual glossary of potential improvements was provided, and
participants were asked to review and comment on maps

illustrating the location and

type of improvements
throughout the project
area. Visual simulations

were prepared to illustrate
how proposed treatments
would look and be
accommodated within
existing street rights-of-
way. Community members
asked questions about the
proposed improvement
layout, identified new
locations for treatments,
and requested additional
countermeasures at several
locations. All the requested
elements within the project
area were incorporated
into the final improvement

plan included with this

application. In  general,
participants were
supportive of the
recommended measures

and were pleased to have
their ~ thoughts  heard
regarding additional
treatments. A key theme
from the meetings was a
strong desire of residents
to have a safer and more
convenient option to walk
or bicycle to and from their

destinations.
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Planned
mprovements




Overview

The project will include the installation of 25
new ADA ramps coupled with over 11,300
linear feet of new sidewalk, will substantially
increase walking access and the overall
network for persons with mobility challenges.
Many individuals who currently choose not to
walk because of incomplete sidewalk
segments will now have a dedicated space to
stroll and have enhanced crossings at street

intersections.

In addition, multiple opportunities exist for
creating Class Il bicycle routes on key
roadways. The project improvements include
sharrows and “Share the Road” signage, as
well as devices to moderate vehicle speeds
on multiple collector streets. These elements
will expand the overall bicycle network and
enhance connectivity to the new bicycle lanes
on Townsite Drive, in addition to those on all
the surrounding arterial roadways. These
improvements are key to encouraging new
riders and elevating bicycling as a viable
mobility option and alternative to driving.

New sidewalk construction and substandard
path replacement will substantially expand
the pedestrian network and improve
connections to a range of community
amenities and services. To enhance access to
Vista High School, implementation of the
project improvements will provide a 2/3-mile
long continuous separated pedestrian path
on E. Indian Rock Avenue that does not

currently exist.

The replacement of a path behind an AC
berm on Anza Avenue with a new 2,200-foot
long concrete sidewalk will better connect
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residences at the south end of the Anza
Avenue neighborhood with a variety of uses
on the east side of E Vista Way including the
Vista Marketplace shopping center, the Vista
Community Clinic, several churches, and the
City of Vista Conservancy Trail. At the north
end, it will allow residents in the Pacific Senior
Living Vista facility and other adjacent
apartment facilities north of E Bobier Drive to
access a safer walking route for recreational
and health purposes.

In the southern part of the project area, which
includes the disadvantaged community, the
proposed sidewalk gap closures will benefit
students traveling to and from the California
Elementary School campus, as well as people
of all ages destined for the Vista Skate Park,
the Linda Rhodes Park and Recreation Center,
and the Vista Academy of Visual and
Performing Arts.

Within the project area is Luz Duran Park that
includes a large playfield area striped for
multiple soccer fields, a basketball court, and
play area for young children. The park is the
largest public open space within the project
area and attracts community use from a wide
area on both sides of Townsite Drive. To
manage vehicle speeds approaching and
alongside the park on N Citrus Avenue,
several  improvements are  proposed
including a mini-roundabout, as well as
raised crosswalk at the main parking lot
entrance. These enhancements, coupled with
the closure of sidewalk gaps on adjacent
streets, are intended to improve walking and
biking conditions to the park facilities and
minimize the need for park patrons to drive

vehicles.



Transit is an important mode of
transportation that supports underserved
and disadvantaged communities such as the
neighborhoods south of Townsite Drive
within the project area. Improving access to
transit is critical to making it a viable
alternative to the personal automobile in the
effort to combat the effects of climate change
and reduce traffic volumes and congestion.
Proposed improvements to walking and
biking will facilitate access to bus service that
exists on all arterial roadways bounding the
project area, as well as on Townsite Drive. To
make bus stops more accessible on both
Townsite Drive and the surrounding arterial
streets, the project will close multiple
sidewalk gaps and enhance safety for people

who walk.

Another important destination is the Vista
Transit Center which includes both NCTD bus
and Sprinter rail service. Construction of new
sidewalk segments and gap closures on N.
Indiana Avenue, The Circle, and Orange
Avenue will complete the pedestrian network
in this area within a “4-mile walk of the transit
center and can encourage additional transit
utilization.

Class Il bicycle routes were proposed for
three key collector streets: E Indian Rock
Road, N Citrus Avenue, Anza Avenue. Each of
these would serve the greatest number of
bicyclists within the project area as they serve
the majority of intersecting local streets. In
addition, the first two roadways (generally
north-south in alignment) directly connect to

- e
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Townsite Drive (an east-west street) that now
has bicycle lanes for the majority of its length.
These improvements help to establish a
baseline bicycle network that can be
expanded in the future.

To enhance bicycle safety, the proposed
improvements include a series of speed
tables to slow vehicle traffic between
intersections, curb extensions at intersections
to slow turning vehicles, a mini-roundabout
at one location to do the same, and
pavement sharrows and signage along all
bicycle routes to raise driver awareness of
cyclists. These treatments are designed to
increase safety and encourage bicycle use for
short to medium length trips.

This project has a direct impact on
disadvantaged groups by providing key
multimodal connections and ADA compliant
improvements where numerous gaps in
pedestrian and bicycle facilities exist.
Additionally, the

conditions for individuals who rely solely on

project will improve
active transportation and transit options. The
improvements will change the character of

Cost Estimate

Preliminary cost estimates were developed for all of the improvements proposed for this project.
Standard unit costs from June 2024 were used for the estimate and the total projected cost of nearly
$7.9 million includes a 25% construction cost contingency, as well as design fees. A copy of the
detailed cost estimate is presented in the following pages as Figure 4-4.
